Chief of police, Town of Ossian, IN (Population 3454). Ossian is known for its small-town charm and having a

The Chief of Police will prioritize and organize operations and 

maintain and enforce laws, will operate as the Law Enforcement Incident Commander on all Major 

emergencies, and will develop and maintain the department’s budget to be reviewed and approved by Town 

council. Develop and implement department’s objectives, policies and general orders, schedule operations 

based on public safety, priorities and community needs, ensures that department is operating within all laws, 

policies, regulations, and goals. The Chief of police directs Department operations, provides leadership, 

direction and coaching to employees, evaluates department issues, recommends and implements solutions; 

prioritizes and assigns operations and activities; trains and evaluates staff; councils, coaches and instructs staff 

as necessary; develops staff skills and conducts performance evaluations; Manages and directs the towns 

policing  activities, including patrol, investigations, drug interdiction, crimes involving children, and other 

illegal activity.
